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PROSPECTUS.

I T has been del:ided to hold an Exhibition in Coolgardie in 1899, and
the Government of Western Australia has been pleased to

recognise the undertaking, and to substantially support it by a money
and land grant.

The proposal has been warmly taken up by the people of
Western Australia, by whom, through their public institutions, an
Executive Commission has been elected to carry it out, and to hold
in trust for them the lands, buildings, and appurtenances remaining
after the close of the Exhibition, for the purposes of a School of
Mines and Technical Institute.

The movement to hold an Exhibition had its origin in the
Coolgardie Mine Managers' Institute; the arguments advanced in
its favor resting primarly on the necessity of securing a more rapid
and successful development of the colony's mineral resources by
practical trials of ore reducing and gold-saving machinery on the
goldfields, e.g., under the practical working conditions that exist
thereon.

In other words the original proposition put forward by the
Mine Managers, and endorsed by the Workers' Association, was to
hold a Mining Machinery Exhibition, and to open same on October
1st, 1897.

But the idea caught on so warmly, and was responded to so
freely by manufacturers all over the world, that it was found to be
absolutely necessary to fix upon a much later date, and in order to
render the movement national, it was finally decided to make it as
eomprehensive as possible, and to place it under the direction of an
Executive Commission elected by the districts of the colony.

The objects of the Exhibition are to test the suitability of
machines to local requirements; to promote and foster Industry,
Science, and Art; to encourage invention; and to stimulate com­
merce.

WESTERN AUSTRALIAN

I.-OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES,

1. Every person employed under the Directors must, except in cases of
special arrangement, be prepared to devote himself exclusively to their service,
paying prompt obedience to the orders of those who are placed in authority
over him, and conforming to all such rules and regulations as may from time to
time be made by the Directors.

2. The regular hours of attendance at the Offices are: During the
Exhibition, from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m., and 7 to 10.30 p.m., and all persons engaged
therein will be required to sign an attendance book, showing the times of their
arrival at, and departure from, the Offices; but all officers a.nd servants must
attend for the performance of such duties as may be required of them a.t such
hours as may from time to time be necessary.

3. The private address of each officer or servant must be registered at the
office of the Secretary, in order that, if required for duty at any other time than
the regulation hours of attendance, he can be found.

4. All officers and servants must be prompt, civil, and obliging. They
must at all times afford every facility for the conduct of business, and shall not
communicate any business of the Directors unless specially directed so to do.

5. Each officer or servant will be held responsible for the particular work
entrusted to him, and for the proper keeping by any subordinates who may be
placed under him of all records, books, accounts, etc., connected with such work;
and each officer responsible for any paper or document must initial the same.

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Care will be taken to secure the finest characteristic exhibits:
of the productions of VI[estern Australia, including Minerals, Food
Staples, Timbers, etc. The Governments of the other Australillll
Colonies have also been asked to prepare and furnish exhibit8,
similarly representative, while varied collections are assured from
Great Britain, America, Canada, the Continent of Europe, the Ca,pe
and India.

The site which has been granted by the Western Australian
Government for exhibition purposes covers about 15 acres at the
eastern end of Bayley and Woodward Streets, and is especially well
situated, being adjacent to the railway line, from which a siding will
he constructed into the grounds, thus obviating the carriage of exhibitfl.

The buildings which it is proposed to erect will be constructed
according to plans prepared by a firm of competent architects.

It is intended to afford full postal, telephonic, and tdegraphic
facilities within the Exhibition Buildings, so that the Exhibitors IIIay
be enabled to conduct their business on the premises.

The whole arrangements are in the hands of an Executive
Committee, and everything will be done to facilitate the work of
'Exhibitors, and to minimise their outlay and their labors.

n.-BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS.

16. Unless authorised by the .Executive, no one shall enter the Exhibition
buildings, gardens, or grounds. The admission fe~ to the Exhibition buil.dings,
gardens, and gro\mds shall be such sum as the DIrectors may deem adVlSable,
during such hours and on such days as they may decide that the buildings and
grounds may be kept open for the admission of the public.

17. No person visiting or ,vallring through the gardens or grounds shall
walk elsewhere than 011 the footpaths.

lB. No person shall remove or d&mage any of the seats, lamps, trees,
shrubs, grass, flowers, statuary, fountains, aquaria, fish, or birds, or any
ri:l1Lterial or property in the above-named buildings, gardens, or grounds; and
no person shall throw stones or other missiles, or smoke except in certain places
set apart for that purpose; or light fires therein, or leave bottles, orange-peel,
paper, litter, or refuse of any kind.

19. No person shall enter the Exhibition buildings, gardens, or grounds
otherwise than by the public gates, or climb or jump over the seats or fences
in and around the said Exhibition buildings, gardens and grounds, or lie. on the
seats, or stick bills on the fences or on the gates, or cut names, letters, or marks
on the trees, seats, gates, posts, or fences, or otherwise deface the same, or write,
print, stick, or distribute, or scatter bills therein.

20. No person shall bring into the Exhibition buildings, gardens, or
grounds any horse, dog, or other lmimal, or any. vehicle, except by special
permission of the Executive.

21. No child under seven years of age shall be allowed in the Exhibition
buildings, gardens, or grounds, unless in charge of an adult.

22. Any persons found in the Exhibition buildings, gardens, or grounds
in a state of intoxication, or behaving in a disorderly manner, or creating or
taking part in any disturbance, or committing in the said buildings, gardens, or
grQunds any act of indecency, or d&maging the buildings, or any part thereof,
shall be expelled from the said buildings, gardens, or grounds, and may be
forthwith removed therefrom by any Director, or by anyone authorised by a
Director, or anyone in the employ of the Directors, or by any constable; and
a.ny such person shall also be liable to prosecution 'for a breach of these
Regulations.

23. No persons except artisans, laborers, or workmen employed in the
gardens or grounds shall enter any plots which lIlay be enclosed within the
said gardens or grounds, and then only in such plots as they may be employed in.

24. Any person who gains admission to the Exhibition buildings, gardens
or grounds otherwise than as herein provided, or being in does not observe
these Rules and Regulations shall be liable to be forthwith removed from the
said buildings, gardens, and grounds, and also be prol3ecuted as for a breach of
the Rules and Regulations as the Act directs.

. 25. In the case of machinery in motion, or other exhibits which, in the
{)pinion of the Executive, may be att'3nded with danger to the public, exhibitors
shall give a written guarantee indemnifying the Directors against any liability
which may be incurred on account of any accident or injury of any kind arising
therefrom.

B. Insobriety, insubordination, or grave irregularity on the part of any
person employed by the pirectors ,,,ill be followed by immediate suspension,
and may, if the Executive think fit, result in dismissal.

9. The acceptance of any bribe, or favol' of any kind, is strictly forbidden,
and if proven to have taken place, be followed by immediate dismissal.

10. In caSe of any officer or servant having to complain of the conduct or
irregularity of any fellow officer or servant, snc.h complaint must be made
within forty-eight hours of the time of its coming to the knowledge of the
person complaining. Any complaint lodged after that period has lapsed, unless
good grounds can be shown for the delay, will be treated as being frivolous,
and not as for the benefit of the service.

11. No officer or servant shall leave the service of the Directors without
giving, in writing, to the secretary at least one week's notice from the next
ensuing Saturday of his intention to do so, under penalty of forfeiting any
salary or wages that may be due to him at the time of leaving. (This rule
does not apply to those under special agreement). .

12. No officer or servant who has been dismissed from the service of the
Directors for insobriety, inattention to duty, insubordination, or other grave
irregularity, will be eligible for any subl3equent appointment nuder the
Directors, or for employment in the Exhibition buildings or grounds in any
position or capacity whatever.

13. Any offiCP.1' or servant having any cause of complaint, or making
application for increase of salary, must render the same in writing to the
Secretary, who shall forward the same to the proper Committee for consideration.
Personal application to the Executive will be trea.ted as a breach of discipline,
and dealt with accordingly.

14. Under the direction from the Executive, the Secretary shall define the
duties of all officers and servants. .

15. Officers or servants may be required to find reaoronable aecurityfor
their fidelity and the due performance of their duties, and no officer or servant
will be cOllsidered to have entered the service of the Directors until he shall
have furnished the required security, whereupon he will receive a copy of those>
Regula.tions, and will be required to give a receipt for them in a book kept for
that purpose. . .

8

6. Any officer or servant being unable to attend to his duties through ill­
health or any other cause must at once advise the Secretary to that effect in
writing. If the cause be ill-health, and the consequent absence be likely to
extend over one day, he must forward to the Secretary, if required, a medical
certificate, stating the cause of his absence. Neglect of a.ttention to this rule
will subject any officer or servant to the penalty of being dealt with for
absenting himself without leave. Leave of absence from duty must be applied
for, in all cases, through the Secretary t{) the General Purposes Committee, or,
in his absence, the officer acting A r~cord shall be kept of all cases where leave
of absence is granted.

7. Every attend&nt or servant is engaged during the pleasure of the
Executive, and is not entitled to any gratuity, eompensation, or allowance on
departure or dismissal from their service, neither shall he have any claim to
salary or wages during absence from duty.

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Eo-IV.-CUSTOMS REGULATIONS.

38. Refuse shall only be placed atl the appointed places, and must be
removed daily.

39. The chief executive officer in every COllrt lIlust take every precaution
necessary to prevent fire, theft, or a breach of Sanitary Regulations within his
court.

40. Places will be provided in different parts of the buildings for the
purposes of public convenience, and no person is permitted to use any other
place; and if anyone is found offending he will be liable to be permanently
excluded from the buildings, gardens, or grounds, and, in addition, to be
prosecuted for a breach of these Regulations.

41. All Employees of the Association are required to prevllnt any breach
of these Regulations.

1. The buildings and annexes in Bayley-street, Coolgardie, known as the
Exhibition, are hereby constituted a Bonding Warehouse for the deposit of
goods for exhibition only, without payment of duty.

2. The General Manager shall execute a bond for the security of full
duties upon goods for exhibition.

3. An office, with suitable accommodation for the Customs Officer in
charge and his assistants, shall be provided. A set of books shall be opened by
such officer for the purpose of recording exhibits, and for such other purposes
as the Collector of Customs may deem necessary.

4. Exhibits shall be entered for the Exhibition Bond, Coolgardie, on
arrival at the port of landing, and shall be marked with the letters
W.~:E. if landed at Fremantle, and W.~:E. if landed at Albany, and numbered,
commencing at No. 1 for each port, and proceeding in numerical order
according to the packages are landed and entered; they shall then be forwarded,
lmder bond, to the Exhibition Building, where invoices, in duplicate, must be
presented to the Customs Officer, giving full description of the goods and the
market values at the port of shipment, and where the goods must be unpacked
in the presence of the Customs Officer, who will compare the goods with invoices,
and otherwise examine them as may be required by the Customs Act, and after
the goods have been checked with such invoices, a copy shall be retained by the
Customs Officer until the close of the Exhibition. To facilitate examination,
foreign invoices should, when practicable, be made out in the English language,
and in no case will goods be allowed to be unpacked until invoices in duplicate
have been produced to the Customs Officer.

5. Duty must be paid or satisfactory security given for such duty on all
goods liable to duty intended for sale, and in no case will goods for sale be
allowed to be exhibited until full duties or ample security for them 'shall have
been received by the Customs Officer in charge. .

r26. Exhibitors may erect railings round their stands, subject to approval
of the Executive. In every instance these railin~s must be within the area of
the space allotted. In the case of machinery in motion, it is imperative that it
be effectually protected to the satisfaction of the Executive.

27. No exhibitor will be permitted to display exhibits in such a manner
as to obstruct the light 61' impede the view along the open spaces or to occasion
injury or inconvenience to other exhibitors. '

28. Sign or name boards can only be placed with the sanction of the
Executive, and must in no case interfere with the lighting, or project on
avenues or passages.

29. All handbills, printed matter, etc., connected with exhibits, and
in~~ded for gratuito~s dist~bution,.m~st first rece~ve the approval and per­
nussIon of the ExecutIve, which permISSIon may be WIthdrawn at any time.

30. Exhibitors will be required to provide all necessary attendance to
keep. their stands and exhibits properly cleaned and in good order, free from
sbavmgs, paper, or litter of any description, during the whole period of the
Exhibition.

31. The Directors reserve the right to move the exhibit of anyone who
does not conform t<> the Regulations.

III.-FIRE AND SANITARY.

32. No canvas or calico linings shall be allowed in any part of the
Exhibition buildings, either as screens, ceilings, or for any other purpose;
provided always that in certain cases, if it shall appear to them necessary the
E:lFecutive may grant special permission. But that, in such cases, the fuung
shall be previously saturated with alum, or such other non-infiamable prepara­
tion as the Executive may approve.

33. No movable gas brackets or other portable appliances for lighting
shall be used in the Exhibition buildings.

3~ .. All artificial l~g~t, except t~at created by .ordinary coal gas, or
electrIClty, ~hall be prohIbIted, except m cases where It may be permitted by
the ExecutIve under such restrictions as they may in the said cases adopt.

35. No artificial heat shall be applied to any oleaginous or infla=able
sUbs~~<,l6s; .neither .shall any exhibitor, employee, or any person visiting the
EXhIbItion, light or mtroduce any fire into any part of the buildings, unless
when neces~ary for carrying out the works, or when otherwise authorised by
the Executive as a necessary part of machinery or other exhibits, and under
such further regulations as may be adopted in such cases.

36. No shavings, straw, paper, packing, etc., or any inflammable material
shall be allowed to remain in the buildings, gardens, or grounds.

37. No person shall light or assist in lighting any match, paper, wood,
straw, or any other combustibl~n;aterial in the Exhibition buildings, gardens,
or grounds except by the pernussIOn of the Executive;· and any person who is
found us~g any lighted p~pe or open light in the buildings, gardens, or grounds
shall be liable to prosecutIOn for a breach of this Regulation.

2. The classification of articles for competition shall follow the schedule
as published in the Official Catalogue, but the Directors shall have power to
ltmalgamate or subdivide classes if necessity should arise.

3. A separate jury, consisting of not less than three members, shall be
'Lppointed for each section.

4. One of the Jurors in each section shall be elected by the exhibitors, and
one by the Directors; the third juror shall then be appointed by the two
already elected; any additional juror shall be appointed by the Directors. No
person shall be eligible for appointment as a juror in any section in which he
exhibits, unless he withdraws from the competition.

5. Exhibitors will be invited to appear, either personally or by representa­
tive, in the jury room, on dates to be notified, for the purpose of electing jurors.
The names of exhibitors will be read out by the Secretary, and each exhibitor
or his representative will be at liberty to nominate a juror on his name being
~lled. Where there is a majority of votes in favor of one person he shall be
considered duly elected. When an equal number of votes has been given to
two or more persons, the Directors shall appoint the one they deem best
qualified. Where no nominations are received, the Directors themselves shall
make all appointments.

6. Each juror shall receive a pass that will admit him to the Exhibition
buildings during the duration of the judging of the section he is appointed for.

7. In the event of the non-attendance of any juror at two meetings in
succession, or any juror declining to act, the Directors shall, on the requisition
of a majority of the remaining jurors, or of not less than five exhibitors in the
section being judged, appoint a substitute.

S. Notice of the time of meetings of the several juries shall be given by
the Secretary at least twenty-four hours in advance. Exhibitors may be
invited to attend meetings of the juries in their own sections for the purpose
of giving information as to their exhibits, if deemed necessary by the jurors.
If they omit to attend they must bear the consequence of any want of
explanation to the jurors regarding any article.

9. The jurors in each section shall choose their own Chairman, who shall
convene meetings, preside over debates, and enter the propositions and
resolutions of the jury, together with the reasons for the same, in the minute
book. He shall have a deliberative as well as a casting vote, and shall also
certify, under his signature, the award of the j=y.

10. Jurors shall have the power to invite the co-operation of jurors from
other sections, but such persons shall have no voting power.

11. The names of all persons called in to co-operate with jurors shall be
recorded in the minutes of meetings of each jury, and such minutes shall be
submitted by the Chairman to the Directors.

12. Juries may, if they consider it necessary, sub-divide classes into special
divisions, and make awards in each of the sub-divisions thus created

13. Collective exhibits shall, as a rule, be judged as one exhibit; should,
however, an exhibitor so desire, and supply the jury with due notice and the
necessary information, his exhibit shall be divided, and parts judged separately;
but no exhibit, to any part or parts of which an award of merit may be given,
shall be eligible for a reward as a collective exhibit.

V.-JUDGING REGULATIONS.

13. Invoices shall not necessarily be accepted as the sole basis of arriving
at the values of goods, but shall be subject to the usual examination of goods
upon importation.

6. Jewellery of every description, watches, and plate shall be conveyed to
some secure place in the building, for safe custody, on their arrival, and, unless
duty is paid, all such articles as described above shall be shown under cases
locked and sealed with the Customs. seal, and any such article being found
exhibited, without having been first examined by an Officer of Customs, shall be
forfeited.

7. Wines, spirits, beer, or other beverages, tobacco and cigars entered for
exhibit must be secured in a portion of the building set apart for that purpose
under the Crown lock, samples of which may be exhibited in show case under
the Crown lock, one key of which show case the exhibitor will hold. Full duty
on any portion of the above-named goods required for sale in the building must
be paid before delivery. Reasonable samples, as required by these persons
appointed to judge exhibits of wines, spirits, beer, and other beverages, tobacco
and cigars, will be allowed without payment of duty.

8. When goods for exhibition only are shown in cases, duplicate keys shall
be provided; one for the owner of the goods, the other to be held by the Officer
of Customs.

9. The Customs Officer in charge, together with his assistants, shall have
free access at all ti~es to the Exhibition buildin~s and its annexes.

10. Immediately after the closing of the Exhibition, exhibitors or their
agents must deal with all goods to the entire satisfaction of the Collector of
Customs. Any goods not cleared within fourteen days after the.closing of the
Exhibition may be removed·toa bonding warehouse at the owner's or exhibitor's
risk and expense.

ll. Customs entries to clear shall be passed, and all charges for marking
packages, receiving, and lmpacking goods, and other expenses which may be
incurred, must be paid by the exhibitors or their agents before the removal of
the goods.

12. No goods whatever will be allowed to be removed from the Exhibition
before its close without a permit from the Customs Officer in charge, and any
person found removing or attempting to remove any exhibit or portion thereof,
without first obtaining such permit, will be liable to prosecution under the
Customs Act.· .

1. No exhibit will be allowed to. compete for awards which is not placed in
the Exhibition building on or before the 15th March, 1899, unless the exhibitor
is able to prove to the satisfaction of the Directors that the delay in its arrival
has been due to causes arising subsequently to its despatch from its place or
origin and' entirely beyond his own control. Perishable articles are alone
exempted from this rule.

14. Each jury shall submit to the Directors a signed report, embodyinf'
the results of their examination of exhibits, and stating the specific reasons for
which each award is made.

15. lteports and awards shall be based upon inherent and comparative
merit, the elements of merit being held to include considerations relating to
originality, invention, discovery, utility, quality, skill, workmanship, fitness for
the purposes intended, adaptation to public wants, economy and cost. Exhibi­
tors shall be at liberty to supply the jmors with a statement in writing of the
merits which they claim for the articles exhibited by them.

16. The reports of jurors shall name the exhibitors who deserve recognition
and shall reco=end whether the awards made to them shall be of the first,
second, or third cbss. Jurors shall limit themselves to placing exhibits in
classes, and shall not decide as to the comparative merits of articles in the
same class.

17. An exhibitor may appeal against any award made by a jury in his
section; such appeal to be lodged with the Secretary within 48 hours of the
puMication of the juror's awards in anyone of the West Australian papers, and
to be accompanied by a SUlll of £2, which shall in no case be returned. These
payments shall form a speflial f1.md for the remunerating of experts called in to
give evidence to the Directors.

18. When an exhibitor has made a prima facie case for the re-examination
of his exhibIts, the Directors may request the jlU'y to re-examine the exhibit, or
order such re-examination to be made by an expert; and on a report being
made by such jury or expert, the Directors may, if they see fit, alter the award
appealed against. The decision of the Directors on any question connected
with awards shall be final.

19. If filly question shall arise as to the interpretation of any of these
regulations, the decision of such question shall rest solely with the Directors.

£0. The Directors shall have power to amend or add to these regulations
should necessity arise.
